Z arie Jean Antoine Nicolas CARITAT
marquis de CONDORCET was a member
of the French Academy, an encyclopaedist, a
philosopher, a political figure, the inventor of
the calculation of probabilities, the father of
public instruction, the first Republican of the
Revolution, a defender of freedom and human
rights, and a precursor of our modern world.
He is buried at the Pantheon in Paris.

Z icolas Francois BLONDEL was a follower
of Louis the 14th and Colbert. He became
the King’'s adviser, the Marshal of the Camps
and Armies, was an Engineer of the Navy, a
Member of the Academy of Sciences, the tutor
of the “Grand Dauphin”, a diplomat and the
president of the Academy of Architecture.

ouis Vincent LEBLOND, Count of Saint

Hilaire was a General, “Grand Aigle” of
the “Légion d’honneur”. He was appointed
Commander of the “Ordre Royal de la
Couronne de Fer” and Governor of Berlin, and
became a Count under the Empire. He died
during a battle in Wien, Austria and was buried
at the Pantheon in the presence of the Emperor
Napoleon lst.

HI_ éon HENNIQUE was a writer, a member of
the “Soirées de Médan’, and a friend of
Zola, Daudet, Maupassant, and of the Goncourt
brothers. He created the “Académie Goncourt”
and became its first president.
